Fix It Strategies

■  Use pictures think about what is happening
■  Use beginning sounds to figure out words 
■  Use word chunks (_at, _ack, _ight) 

■  Look for a smaller word within the word 

■  Skip and return: Read to the end of the sentence.  Sometimes the word that makes sense pops right up!

■  Go back and reread. Get your mouth ready to say the first part of the tricky word

■  Use ending sounds to figure out words   
■  Think about what would make sense

■  Make a prediction of what is happening in the story
■   You might have to supply the word…”Could this be ‘ball’?”
Always Praise your child. 

 Praise what he or she reads correctly, and good tries too!
“Wow! You were able to stretch out that word.”
“Yes! That was one of your sight words from homework!”
“I like the way you took the time to think about the word, connecting it to what’s happening in the picture!”
